on behalf of the G -8, grouping of the worldOs 8 major developed econo mies, on a
range of major current global issues, including economic crisis, climate change,

food security, development, and Doha Round of multilateral trade negotiations. At
LOAquila, the G -5 consultations were coordinated and chaired by President Calderon

At the COMEXI meeting, Amb.Lourdes Aranda Bezaury, Under Secretary in SRE,

who participated in the LOAquila meetings, gave an account of the deliberations

there in the context of her perceptions of the G -50s continued evolution and the
prognosis. This wa s followed by sharing of the perceptions and analysis by

Amb.Jain, and the representatives of the other 3 countries of G -5.

Patricia Mend ez, its Mexico representative , Sr.Arturo
Zamora, President  of Traders (Association of Tepito,  Sr. Sergio Arroyo, Director of
Centro Cultural Tlatelolco, UNAM, among others, were also present.  Speaking on

the occasion, Amb .Jain said that the message of peace and non -violence of

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On July 21, the Latin American and Caribbean Economic System (SELA), a regional
economic grouping  of 26 LAC countries,  including Mexico, organised a ORegional
Meeting to Analyze Economic Relations between Latin America and the Caribbean

and the Republic of IndiaO, at its headquarter in Caracas, Venezuela. Delivering the
keynote address, IndiaOs Ambassador to Venezuela, Mr.Y.K.Sinha, said, OThere

exists great potential for increasing cooperation between India and the countries of

this region in the spheres of agricultural production, procurement and delivery

mechanisms, minerals and conventional and renewable energy sourcesEOur

increasing economic and commercial linkages wi th this region are evidence of the
fact that we seek to transform years of benign neglect into a productive and

meaningful partnership that we hope will blossom into a mutually beneficial

engagement that could define the contours of South - South Cooperation in the 21st
centuryEOur bilateral trade with the region during April 2007 - March 2008 was to
the tune of US$11.63 b.

committed to invest US$9.73 b in Latin American Countries (LAC) countries...Given
the eco nomic complementarities, there exist immense possibilities that need to be

tapped. Sinha urged the LAC countries to take better advantage of IndiaOs

competitive products, such as in pharmaceuticals, automobiles , agricultural and
infrastructure equipment  , for mutual benefit . Participating in the meeting on behalf
of Mexico, Counsellor Mar'a Elena Margarita Alcaraz made a d etailed presentation

How the world is Governed in the 21st Century
(During the G -8 Summit at LOAquila in Italy, a compendium was published on
contemporary global issues with contributions from world leaders. Excerpts from

the Prime Minister Dr.Manmohan Singh @ article in the compendium are given
below .)
The challen ges of global governance in an increasingly inter -connected and multi -

polar world are truly formidable. Our institutions of global governance, centered on

what may be called the UN system, were designed for the most part at the end of

the Second World War  and reflected the politico  -economic realities of that
ageEThere has been a sea change since thenEour established institutions of global
governance have evolved to some extent in response to these changes, but much

less than they should haveEthe Security Co uncil has not changed at all and its
present structure poses serious problems of legitimacy. The system of two -tiered
membership Eis clearly anachronistic  E unworkability of the existing structures has

led to greater reliance on plurilateral groupingsEsuch as the G -7, later expanded to
the G -8, butthey are not necessarily representative of the global community. Some
years ago the G -8 has been expanded into the G -8 + 5 by adding China, India,
Brazil, Mexico and South Africa  E The deficiencies of the existing sys tem of
governance have been dramatically brought home during the recent international

financial and economic crisisE and the world was quick to realize that a global crisis
requires a global solutionEthe existing institutions of global governance did not

permit effective coordination of a global response. The world therefore responded

not by working within the existing system, but by convening a meeting of the G -20
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at the level of leaders  E The problems faced by the institutions of governance
charged with han dling the financial system are also relevant for other international
institutions dealing with political and security issu es, trade, climate change,
etcE They need to adapt, adjust and accommodate to adequately reflect ground
realities, contemporary aspirat ions, and pressing requirements of developing
countries including emerging economies.

India, as the largest democracy in the world and an emerging economy E remains
deeply committed to multilateralism. It has been an active member in global

institutions B the United Nations, Bretton Woods Institutions, World Trade

Organization, International Atomic Energy Agency , and so on. It will continue to be
so in the decades ahead, based on commitment to principles and values that define
these institutions. India wi Il seek its due place, play its destined role and share its
assigned responsibility, giving voice to the hopes and aspirations of a billion people

in South Asia. It will continue to strive for the reform of the United Nations to make

it more democratic; to fight against the scourge of terrorism and dismantling its
infrastructures on the basis of zero tolerance; to fight piracy on the high seas; to
restructure the Bretton Woods Institutions to create a new financial architecture; to
achieve an early conclusi  on of the Doha Round of trade negotiations, with its
development dimension, and to address climate change issues, guided by the

principle of common but differentiated responsibility and respective capability.

IndiaOs view of the world has always been gui ded by the wisdom of that ancient
Indian saying B Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam B Othe whole world is one familyO.  That
eternal message of the Indian people will guide us in our attempt to seek inclusive

global solutions to intractable global problems, and give ne w hope to humanity.

India, Mexico For Inclusive Multilateralism

India and Mexico alongwith the other G -5 countries, after their Summit meeting at
LOAquila, Italy, on July 8, issued an important and far -reaching Political Declaration.
It stated, among oth ers, Orhe global economic crisisEunderscores our fundamental
interdependence and the imperative of enhancing cooperation to achieve equitable

and sustainable development for all. The world needs new global governance, the

construction of which must be base d on inclusive multilateralism. The G -5 will
continue to promote the reform of the international financial system in a
comprehensive, balanced and result -oriented way, with the purpose of establishing
a new international financial order which is fair, just , inclusive and well -

managedEall members of the international community, must resist trade
protectionismEGlobal warming poses a defining challenge for the present and
future generationsEWe urge developed countries to assist the developing
countriesEand com  mit themselves to quantified emission reduction targets by
reducing their emissions in aggregate by at least 40% below their 1990 levels by
2020Ewe express our interests in the proposal of Mexico for a Green
FundEunequivocally condemn in the strongest term s terrorism in all its forms and
manifestationsEthe UN member states should conclude and adopt the
Comprehensive Convention on International Terrorism as early as possibleEour
commitment to ensure a world free of nuclear weapons and other weapons of mass
destruction.

Speaking at a press conference of G -5 Leaders on July 8 at LOAquila, Italy, PM
Dr. Manmohan Singh thanked President Calderon of Mexico for chairing the meeting,
and making the discussions fruitful and productive.

crisisEwe discussed how we could contribute to strengthening the green shoots of
recovery Ethrough an inclusive approachEunderlin (ing) the impor tance of
maintaining adequate flow of finance to the developing countries, of keeping
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markets open by resisting protectionist pressures E We agreed that agriculture and
food security need to be placed at the core of the international agenda paying

particular attention to the concerns of the small and marginal farmersETechnology

has to be a key element in our global strategy to meet the challenge of climate
changeEand the objective should be to promote the collaborative development,
deployment, dissemination a  nd transfer of climate friendly technologies in a rapid
and widespread manner. O

Later, the next day, in the meetings on climate change of the Major Economies

Forum (MEF) at LOAquila, Dr.Singh said that energy and climate were two sides of

the same coinEun less the issue of energy security is addressed, there can be no
move towards dealing with climate changeEdeveloping countries have a much

greater interest in action on climate change because we are the ones who are most
impacted by itEbut there has to be a recognition that action on climate change
cannot be built upon the perpetuation of povertyEwe in India have done a great

deal on our own in terms of improving energy efficiency, ambitious national action

plan on climate change which includes a great deal of action on solar energy, on
use of other renewable sources of energyEBut what we really need is the creation

of a supportive international climate regime which will enable us to upscale

whatever efforts we are nationally making. That is really the expect ation from
CopenhagenEln this, of course, is embedded the issue of equityEthat there should

be an acknowledgement by developed countries of their historical responsibility. On
the emission reduction targets, Dr.Singh said, OWhile we need to have very

ambit ious targets for 2050, it is very important that they must be backed by

credible and also ambitious targets for the interimEand at least 40% reduction in
current emissions of the developed countries would indicate that level of credibility.

“India a Model for Others”

Participating in the Meeting on Food Security at L«Aquila, on July 10, in which

leaders of G8+G5+Egypt+Africa participated, President Abdoulaye Wade of Senegal
said: Olndia gave us rice andt  echnical equipment and long term credit when we
needed it most. India responded very rapidly, than anyone else in the world and
enabled us to overcome our problem. They sent us good seeds that were most
effective in Senegal. We were able to produce 450,000 tons of grain as a result.
The results are so successful that it should be model for others.O

India in the Non-Aligned Summit

Addressing the XV Summit of the Non -Aligned Movement (NAM) , on 15 July at
Sharm El -Sheikh in Egypt, PM  Dr. Manmohan Singh expre ssed IndiaOs deep
appreciation to President Raul Castro of Cuba for his leadership of NAM over the

last three years. PM said, OOur Movement must do more to facilitate a

comprehensive, just, lasting and peaceful settlement of the Palestinian issueEnon -

We are still far from achieving this objective E No Non -aligned Summit
has ever been held in an economic and financia | crisis of the magnitude that now
grips the world. This crisis emanated from the advanced industrial economies, but

the developing economies have been the hardest hit. The global recession has
strengthened protectionism in developed country markets, drast ically reduced
developing country exports, and choked credit and capital flows to the third

worldEthe NAM has a great stake in ensuring that steps planned to revive the

global economy take into account the concerns of the developing countries E such as
chall enges of food security, energy security, the environment and the reform of
institutions of global governanceEWe have a crucial stake in a rule based
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multilateral trading system and in an early conclusion of a balanced and fa ir
agreement in the Doha round E The systems of global governance have not kept

pace either with the growing interdependence of nations or with contemporary
realitiesEDeveloping countries must be fully represented in the decision -making
levels of international institutions if they are to r emain effective and have the
legitimacy they need to play their role in an increasingly integrated world E In recent
years, terrorist groups have become more sophisticated, more organized and more
daringEThe infrastructure of terrorism must be dismantled and there should be no
safe havens for terrorists because they do not represent any cause, group or

religion. It is time that we agree on a Comprehensive Convention on International
Terrorism. O

India-US Relations on a High

During the visit of US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton to India from July 16-20,
the two countries committed themselves to building an enhanced bilateral strategic
partnership. Secretary Clinton held wide -ranging talks with External Affairs Minister
S.M. Krishna, and also called on PM Manmohan Singh. A key element of Clinton's

visit was the announcement that the two sides had reached an "end -use
monitoring" pact that would pave the way to broader defence cooperation, and  sale
of sophisticated US arms to India. India also approved two sites for US companies

to build nuclear power plants, following last year's landmark bilateral civil nuclear

cooperation pact. Clinton said, OWe will work not just to maintain our good
relationship, but to broaden and deepen it". In a special gesture, she conveyed the
invitationto  PM Manmohan Singh for a State visitto the US on November 24, first
such by a foreign leader hosted by President Obama. Inthe Joint Stateme nt issued
at the end of the visit, India and US Ocommitted  (themselves) to pursuing a third

and transformative phase of the (ir) relationship that will enhance global prosperity

and stability in the 21st centuryEbuild on recent increased coordination in cou nter -
terrorism, E commitment to early adoption of a UN Comprehensive Convention

against International Terrorism E affirmed that multilateral organizations and

groupings should reflect the world of the 21st century in order to maintain long -
term credibility, r  elevance and effectivenessEcommitment to facilitate a pathway
forward on the WTO Doha RoundEconcluded a Science and Technology Endowment
Agreement, and signed a Technology Safeguards Agreement that will permit the

launch of civil or non  -commercial satellit es containing U.S. components on Indian

space launch vehiclesEboth sides affirmed their commitment for positive results in

the UNFCCC Conference on Climate Change in Copenhagen in December 2009.0

France Supports India for UNSC

Prime Minister Manmohan Sing  h visited France from July 13-14, during which he
was the Chief G uestat the National Day celebrations of France .Inan
unprecedented gesture, a  n Indian contingent representing all three services of the
armed forces led the parade. PM held wide -ranging dis cussions with President
Sarkozy, who was categorical in asserting that France is ready for full civilian

nuclear cooperation with India. France also endorsed IndiaOs call for reform of the
United Nations and backed India for a permanent seat in the Securit y Council.
French Ambassador to India , Jerome Bonnafont said, OIf we want the Security
Council to remain a legitimate place for handling peace and security crises in the

world, it is absolutely necessary to have India as well as a couple of others as

perma nent membersO. Addressing the media later on, PM Singh said, Olndia -France
relations and cooperation are growing in strength and vitality in all fields. We have

a strategic partnership and have built vibrant political ties, with collaboration in

energy, sp ace research, defence, industry and commerce, science and technology,
education, culture and tourismEwhich will be further strengthened and deepened in

the years to comeO.

Mumbai Terrorists Must be Punished
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Prime Minister Dr.Manmohan Singh and Pakistan @ Prime Minister Syed Yusuf Raza
Gilani met in Sharm El Sheikh, Egypt , onJuly 16 , on the sidelines of the NAM
Summit . In their Joint Statement , the two sides Oagreed th  at terrorism is the main
threat Eand resolved to fight terrorism and to cooperate with ea ch other to this end.
PM Singh reiterated the need to bring the perpetrators of the Mumbai attacks to

justice. PM Gilani assured that Pakistan will do everything in its power in this

regard. Both the countries agreed to share real time, credible and action able
information on any future terrorist threats. Both P Ms recognized that dialogue is the
only way forwardEP M Singh said that India was ready to discuss all issues with

Pakistan, including all outstanding i ssuesEand reiterated IndiaOs interest in a stable ,
democratic, Islamic Republic of Pakistan. Both leaders agreed that the real

challenge is development and the elimination of povertyE Both agreed to work to

create an atmosphere of mutual trust and confidence o}

Earlier, i n his meeting with President Oba  ma, on th e sidelines of the G8 summit at
L'Aquila, on July 10, Dr. Singh had expressed his concern at Pakistan's lack of

progress in investigating those behind the Mumbai attacks of last November. He
also discussed militancy in Pakistan and regional securit y in a series of bilateral
meetings and talks with leaders of Germany, France, Russia and Australia. India

blame s the Pakistan -based Lashkar -e-Taiba militant group for the attacks in

Mumbai , and has rejected Pakistan's call to resume the peace process unti I
Islamabad takes further action against the group.

India Committed to Success of Doha Round

PM Dr. Manmohan Singh said that India had Oa strong interest in the success of the
multilateral trade negotiations, because we as a country are not member of any

regional groups, so we need a rule based, liberal multilateral trading system to

realize our development ambitionsEWe also hope that the world will recognize that

the Doha round started with the promise of making development the centrepiece of
global trade negotiations. If those commitments are honoured, | donOt think there
would be problems in reaching the satisfactory outcome of the Doha roundO.

India has taken the initiative to convene a meeting of selected Trade Ministers
including of Mexico, from Se ptember 3-4,in New Delhi on the issue of the World
Trade Organisation (WTQO) negotiations , with t he theme ORe -energising Doha: A
Commitment to Development a

Economy Sound, Growth to Accelerate

The pre -Budget Economic Survey , presented by Finance Ministe  r, Mr.Pranab
Nukheriji, in the Parliament on July 2 , saw an early revival of the Indian economy
and said the worst of the recession was over. T he economy was expected to grow
at the rate of 6.7% in 2009 -10, the same as the last fiscal. Expressing hope that

the stimulus measures announced by Reserve Bank of India (RBI) would have their
desired impact, Mukherjee said that early signs of improvement in the Indian

economy were visible despite no big recovery in the global economy. India co uld
grow up to 7.75% in 2009 -10 provided the global economy, particularly the United
States, bottomed out by September, and the government was able to carry out the
economic policy reforms. The World Bank recently said India would grow 8.1% in

2010, ahead of China (7.5%). Accord ing to the Survey, the economy can count
among its strengths the large services sector which is less affected by cyclical
downturns, a strong farm sector, robust savings rate, ambitious infrastructure
development programme , and upbeat foreign investors.

The six core infrastructure industries of coal, crude oil, refining, power, cement and
finished steel grew by 6.5% in June. The infrastructure basket has a 27%
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weightage in the index of industrial production (lIP), and the June surge hints at
overall indus trial growth picking up.

According to an  analytical study by MSCI Barra | ndices, the Indian stock markets
have been the best performers globally across the emerging and developed
markets in 2009 so far. The study indicated that Indian stocks have given i nvestors

a huge return of almost 60%, bettering performances in US, UK and China.

Little wonder, Indian investors have emerged as the most optimistic group in Asia,
with around 84% of the Indian respondents expecting the stock market to rise in
the third quarter of 2009, according to a survey by global financial services group,
ING,. The Indian investor index jumped to a record high of 182 for second quarter
of 2009 from 133 from first quarter of 2009 amidst anticipated strong GDP growth
and stock market  improvements.

Dun & Bradstreet (DB), the worldOs leading source of global business information,
knowledge and insight, found that the Indian economyOs business sentiment

recorded a jump of over 40%, quarter -over -quarter, indicating a path of economic
recovery.
According to Central Statistical Organization data, per capita income of Indians

stood at US$773.54 in 2008  -09, as compared to US$687.03 in 2007 -08.

Budget Stresses Infrastructure Development

Finance Minister later presented the Union Budget for 2009 -10 on July 6, the first
budget of the new government after winning the general election. Budget Estimates
provide for a total expenditure of US$211.1 b - 36% more than in the previous

year, including US$67.31 bund er Plan expenditure Da 34% in crease . Some salient
highlights of the budget are: support for infrastructure development projects

involving total investment of US$20.61 b; separate allocation for railways and

highways development involving US$3.27 b (aninc rease of 23% over lastyear ); a
blueprint to be developed for long distance gas pipelines leading to a National Gas

Grid to facilitate transportation of gas across the length and breadth of the country;

the assistance scheme to provide enhanced Export Cred it and Guarantee
Corporation cover at 95% to badly hit sectors extended up to March 2010;

allocation under National Rural Health Mission (NRHM) to improve basic health

services across the country; and US$436.32 m allocated for Indian Institutes of
Technol ogy (1ITs) and National Institutes of Technologies (NITs), which also

includes a provision of US$92.91 m for new IITs and NITs for improvement of

technical education. PM Dr.Singh said that the budget was aimed at ensuring that

India recaptures "the rhythm of accelerated growth" despite the downturn impact

faced by the world economy. He said,O it seeks to honour in large measure, the
commitments that we have made to our people to work steadfastly for the well

being of the common manO.

Investment Inflows Gain Further Momentum

Market regulator, Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI), reported that
Foreign Institutional Investors (FIIs) invested US$ 6.32 b into the stock
market during April  -June 2009 , bringing shares worth US$ 37.66 b and selling
equitie s valued at US$ 31.36 b

According to SMC Capitals, an equity research and analysis firm, the private
equity (PE) investment in India reached US$1.03 b in 54 deals during April -June
2009, an increase of 17%. In comparison, PE firms had invested US$ 883.9 7 min

42 deals in the previous quarter.
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According to the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, service sector in India
attracted the highest foreign direct investment (FDI) worth US$17.45 b in
the period April 2006  -March 2009, ahead of computer and telecom sectors. This
was 27% of the total FDI inflows worth US$ 64.40 b received during April 2006 -
March 2008. Despite the economic slowdown, inflows in 2008 -09 registered a
growth of 11% over the previous year.

Parking money with banks in India continuesto b e an attractive proposition for
non -resident Indians (NRIs). Overseas Indians cumulatively placed US$1.17 b as
deposits with banks in the first two months of the current financial year as against

US$452 m in the corresponding period last year.

India a Priority Market

Robert Higginbotham, President -Europe, FIL Investments International, said that
India was a priority market for the company. He added, OWe are currently at
around $2 b in India and ultimately would like to grow this business to around $5 b
over the next five years. We have a retail tilt to our business and we are keen on
retaining thatO.

Ahmet C Bozer, Coca-Colads President for Eurasia and Africa, said that he was

exited to see India«s growth story as Coca -ColaOs India business grew consiste  ntly
for 11 quarters, capping the January -March®09 quarter with a record 31% growth in
unit case volumes. Bozer said, OThe Indian market is at the cusp of a revolution in

packaged beveragesEand we expect India to outgrow the world average; outgrow
Eurasia and the Africa group. For a long time to come, the opportunity will be huge
and we will be growing in double digits. We would be happy to see India among our
top five global businesses.O

India Attractive Outsourcing Hub

According to global management ¢ onsultancy AT Kearney, India continues to be the
most preferred destination to offshore IT and back -office functions. It also retains
its low -cost advantage and is among the most financially attractive locations when
viewed in combination with the business environment it offers and the availability of
skilled people. The top three countries in the 2009 Global Services Location Index
(GSLI) remain are India, China and Malaysia.

Global technology firms like IBM, Accenture, and Hewlett -Packard are increasingl vy
competing for outsourcing deals in the Indian market, as banks, retail, and
small - sized companies boost investment on technology. According to a recent study

by NASSCOM and McKinsey , the market for technology and business outsourcing
services in Indiais  expected to expand five  -fold by 2020 to US$90 -100 b on the
back of a growing economy.

Environment Protection Measures

The government of the state of Haryana has decided to develop Gurgaon and
Faridabad as solar/green cities under the Development of Sol ar Cities
Programme of the New and Renewable Energy Ministry. The objective of the
programme is to empower the urban local government to meet the energy
challenges, reduce dependence on fossil fuel and gas, and also to promote
increased use of renewable en  ergy. The project aims at a minimum of 10% of
energy consumption from renewable energy and energy efficiency measures.

Environment Minister , Jairam Ramesh announced that India would spend about
US$200 m to protect its forests by conserving and restoring unique vegetation,
controlling forest fires and strengthening forestry infrastructure, among other

goals. About 65 million hectares, or 20% of India's land, is under forest cover.
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Ramesh said the cover would be extended by another six million hectares over the
next six years.

ITC Limited became the first Indian company to join the World Wildlife FundOs
(WWF) Global Forest and Trade Network (GFTN), an initiative to eliminate illegal
logging and improve the management of valuable and threatened forests by
providing access to dependable sources of harvested timber.

Food Industry Poised for Leap

Major fast moving consumer goods (FMCG) companies feel that the Indian food
industry is poised for higher growth. While Hindustan Unilever (HUL) has already
worked outa 10 -year turnover road map, others like ITC and PepsiCo are scaling
up their businesses to cater to the rapid growth. HUL, which has completed 75

years of operations in India, is confident that its food business alone will reach ,
over the next decade, a top line of more than US$4000 m - almost its entire
current turnover , and at least eight times more than the current turnover of its food
and beverages division. Processed foods contribute to less than 5% of India's food
consumption, but the market is e xpected to grow by 44% to be a $90 b market.
The packaged food is expected to grow even faster, at 68%, to be a $22 b industry.

Education Sector to Open Up

Human Resource Development Minister Kapil Sibal said the Government was keen
to open up the edu cation sector to foreign education providers and private players
to set up campuses in India. He said government was considering introducing
legislation in this regard.

Indian Media Industry Outshines Global Peers

A PwC report said that the Indian media & entertainment (E&M) industry is

expected to grow at a compound annual growth rate of 10.5% during 2009 -2013to
reach US$18.58 b compared to the global CAGR of 2.7% for the same period.

Car Exports/Sales on the Rise

Export of small and eco  -friendly Indian cars to European countries such as

Germany, France and the UK is on the rise. IndiaOs largest car exporter, Hyundai

Motor India, recorded a 33% growth in exports in June compa red to the same
month last year. MarutiOs export rose 176% during the same period. According to

an Ernst & Young analysis, passenger vehicle sales in the country will grow at a
Compound Annual Growth Rate (CAGR) of 12% to touch 3.75 m units by 2014 as

against 1.89 m units at the end of 2008 -09. While domestic market is expected to
contribute 2.75 m units to the total tally, the remaining 1m units would contribute
towards exports. Likewise, CARE Research predicts that the domestic two -wheeler

sales will grow at a CAGR of 8.8% by 2014 at 11.3 m units compared to 7.43 m
units in 2008 -09.

For fifth month in a row, car and passenger vehicle sales raced ahead in June,
with the top three manufacturers - Maruti, Tata and Hyundai - registering
impressive growth. Ma  ruti sales grew 9.5%, the combine of Tata Motors and Fiat

saw an increase of 11%, while Hyundai grew at 5.18%.

India Attractive for Pharma, Healthcare Companies

A study by Learning Organized, a US -based pharma and biotechnology consultancy,
said that over 4,500 US  -based small and medium pharma and biotechnology
companies were looking at India for potential partnerships N either joint venture or
acquisition or offshore outsourcing or sharing of tech know -how - to reduce their
overall production cost s, increase productivity, reduce cycle times, introduction of

new therapies apart from capturing local markets. The study said that with huge
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skill sets, R&D capabilities, IP protection and great value, India holds great
potential for the small and medium US companies to do a great business.

Pharma MNCs are increasingly focusing on the animal healthcare space in the
emerging markets like India since there is not much generic competition in that

area. Globally, drugs wor  th over US$20 b are likely to go off -patent by 2012, hence
MNCs see the animal healthcare sector, particularly in countries like India , to prop

up their main business of innovative R&D and pharma. The animal healthcare

market in India is currently worth US $ 240 m compared to the pharma market of

US$6 b. In the past two months alone, Pfizer Animal Healthcare bought RFCLOs

animal healthcare unit, Vetnex, from ICICI Ventures, while VZtoquinol, a French

veterinary care company, acquired WockhardtOs animal healt hcare business.

Malaysia -based hospital chain Columbia Asia Hospitals plans to set up 15 new
multi -speciality hospitals in India in the next three years. It plans also to invest

around $100 m to take up the bed strength from 570 -odd beds now to over 2,00 0.
The company intends to set up these facilities under the Ocommunity hospital®

model, essentially 90 -100 bed facilities which have expertise in nearly all

disciplines, excepting some hi  -end treatment. Columbia Asia currently operates five
hospitals in In  dia.

PerkinElmer Inc, a global company focused on improving the health and safety of
people and the environment, announced plans to establish a state -of-the -art Bio -
pharma Center of Excellence in Hyderabad, its second in India.

A report of the research firm Venture Intelligence says that private equity and
venture capital firms are keen on increasing their investments in Indian healthcare

and life science companies. Over the last five years, they have invested over US$2

b in this industry, and are now tu rning their attention to hospital chains, diagnostic
services, medical devices and wellness products.

Multinationals Expand R&D in India

Global technology companies are stepping up their research and development work

in India. Microsoft, which started of f with 20 people about a decade ago, now
employs 1,500 people at its Indian R&D centre. Some of the work for key Microsoft
projects such as its search engine Bing and the upcoming Windows 7 operating

system were done in India. SAP Labs India, the company's largest R&D centre
outside Germany, employs 4,200 people and does two -fifths of SAP's global
enterprise resource planning development. Bangalore was Google's first R&D centre
outside the United States. Google Map Maker, a global product conceived and
deve loped by the Indian engineering team, allows users to add or edit features,

such as roads, businesses, parks, schools, apartment buildings and localities. IBM
has said it will invest US$100 m in global mobile services research over the next

five years. The majority of the research for the project would be directed from

India. HP engineers in Bangalore contributed to the HP Dynamic Smart Cooling
technology that cools systems in data centres on a customized basis and saves

energy. It is now deployed globally. Cisco has filed more than 600 patents from
India.

Honeywell’s worldwide chairman and CEO David M Cote inaugurated the firmOs
second research f acility in Bangalore. Cote said that Honeywell was committed to
India as a manufacturing location, as an export hub and most important, as a
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centre of engineering and research excellence. He said that the companyOs presence

in India had grown from 1,000 pe ople in 2002 to more than 10,000 now, with five
manufacturing facilities. He said that the new research facility with an investment

of US$50 m was the biggest within the company and can seat 3,000 people.

Honeywell Technology Solutions (HTS), the companyOs global R&D and innovation
group, is headquartered in Bangalore. He said that the company expected to earn

$600 m from its Indian operations in 2009, slightly more than $550 m in 2008. He

added that this was significant given the fact that the company scal ed down its
overall earnings and profit forecast for 2009.

3M India, the subsidiary of US$25.3 b diversified technology focussed 3M
Corporation, announced it was expanding its R&D capabilities in India to meet the
growing local demand. The company recorde d a 22% growth last year and plans to
spend US$260 m to set up one more R&D centre in Bangalore. With the new

centre, the company aims to increase its R&D strength to about 200 scientists over

the next four years from the present 85. 3M has five manufactur ing facilities in
India.

New Global Corporate Forays into India

Areva, the French nuclear reactor maker, is planning major investments valued at
US$400 m in its strategic joint ventures with Bharat Forge, Tata Group, Bharat

Heavy Electricals (BHEL) and N uclear Power Corporation of India (NPCIL). IndiaOs
civil nuclear power programme is ready for a takeoff following the countryOs recent
entry into the Nuclear Suppliers Group (NSG). The nuclear power programme offers
an opportunity worth $60 b for the globa I nuclear industry, as India plans to add
about 60,000 MW capacity by 2032.

Toyota Kirloskar Motor Pvt Ltd, the Indian subsidiary of JapanOs Toyota Motor
Corp, the worldOs largest passenger car maker, said it planned to increase its
investment by US$170  m at its manufacturing site near Bangalore. The company is
in the process of investing US$ 650 m in a second plant at the same site, which is
under construction, to produce a small car for by 2010. The company has so far
invested US$350 m for its first pla nt, starting from 1997, which has an annual
capacity of 60,000 units. Including the fresh investment, Toyota's total investment

in India will go up to US$1,150 m by December 2016.

French carmaker Renault has completely recast its plans for India as part of a
new, aggressive approach that will see it producing cars in its Chennai plant by
2011.

Japanese truck maker  Hino Motors said it expected to sell about 700 trucks this
fiscal in India and planned to set up a manufacturing plant in the country in the
next three years.

French tyre major,  Michelin, is all set to make US$ 2.26 b FDI to set up a
manufacturing facility in the southern state of Tamil Nadu. The company plans to

set up a wholly -owned subsidiary to make radial tyres, tubes and ancillary tyre -
related products at the plant. The company plans an initial investment of US$

821.49 m over a period of seven years.

Japanese steel major, the US$21.7 b Kobe Steel Ltd, has decided to set up a
subsidiary in Kolkata to market its steel production machiner y in India, making it
the fourth global steel major to establish a base in India after Posco, ArcelorMittal

and SinoSteel. Kobe Steel will hold 90% equity in the new company, Kobelco

Machinery India Private Limited (KMI), while trading firm Shinsho Corpora tion, a
Kobe Steel affiliate, will hold the remaining 10%. KMI will also be scouting for

opportunities to extend its activities into steel manufacturing at a later stage.
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US-based Virtusa Corporation, an IT services company, is focussing on banking,
fina ncial services, insurance (BFSI) and telecommunication enterprises in Mumbai,
Delhi, Bangalore, Chennai and Hyderabad. Doug Mow, senior Vice President
(Marketing), said that the current domestic spending on IT services in India was
estimated to touch US$8. 3 b in 2009, growing 20% over the previous year, and
Virtusa was looking at addressing this market.

IBM and Chennai -based Sun TV Group signed services deal to implement and

manage Customer Relationship Management (CRM) related applications for Sun

Direct TV, part of the Chennai  -based Sun TV Group. This multi  -year deal includes
end -to -end services, from strategy through implementation.

Intel and Advanced Micro Devices (AMD), major global chipset companies, are
retooling their strategy for the $300 m India n graphics card market. With India
becoming a hub for graphic industries like animation and design, the move has

been triggered by the emergence of high -end games involving real  -time 3D
rendering. A FICCI -KPMG study said that the Indian animation industry alone will
grow from the current US$350 m to US$785 m by calendar 2013.

Chicago -based Abbott Laboratories Inc said it plans to widen its array of
nutritional brands in India by paying US$130 m for the nutrition businesses of
Wockhardt Ltd, Wockhardt subs idiaries, and Carol Info Services Ltd. Abbott, which
has operated in India for a century and has 1,500 employees there, already sells a
number of nutritional products there.

Kellogg India is planning an aggressive growth strategy which includes new
produ ct launches and extension of manufacturing capacity. With sales of nearly $13
b in 2008, Kellogg Company is one of the worldOs leading producers of cereal and
convenience food. Currently, Kellogg has 70% share in Indiaxs US$85 m branded
breakfast cereal ma  rket.

In one of the biggest deals in the education sector, venture capital firm Matrix
Partners India will invest US$20 m in FIITJEE Ltd, a training institute for students
appearing in entrance exams to the prestigious Indian Institutes of Technology and

other engineering colleges. This is the second foray by Matrix in education business

in India after it invested US$6 m in Treehouse, a preschool chain.

Japan's Nomura has bought a 35% stake in LIC Mutual Fund in a deal which values
the Indian fund firm at US$163 m. The deal gives Nomura an entry into one of the
fastest growing mutual fund markets and offers LIC Mutual Fund, largely a debt

manager, international exposure and equity fund management expertise. LIC,

India's largest life insurer and which man ages US$167 b, has sold more than 200 m
individual life policies. More than 20 firms, including Credit Agricole and UBS are
considering entering India's fiercely competitive fund market, forecast by Boston
Consulting Group to manage US$520 b by 2015.

Toshiba-JSW, a 75:25 joint venture between Japan based Toshiba Corporation
and the JSW group (O .P.Jindal group) has firmed up its plan to invest US$ 160 m
over a five year period to set up a manufacturing unit for super critical power
equipment in the southern state of Tamil Nadu. Established in September 2008,
Toshiba JSW is expected to have an initial capital of US$ 68 m.

Alstom and Mitsubishi Heavy Industries have decided to set up their power
manufacturing facilities in India in the next three -four months . This will contribute
to the governmentOs plansto  add 78,700 MW power generation capacity by March
2012.
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Global publishing firm  Pearson, owner of the Financial Times and Penguin Books,
announced an investment of $30 m through stake acquisition in two | ndia - based
education services companies - Educomp Solutions and TutorVista. Pearson

acquired a 50% stake in Educomp SolutionsOs vocational training business for $17.5

m and bought 17.2% stake in the Bangalore -based online tutoring firm TutorVista
for $12.5 m.

And India Inc’s Global Forays

Biocon Ltd announced an exclusive collaboration with the US -based generic drugs
major Mylan Inc to develop, manufacture, supply and commercialize many high -
value biogenerics for the global markets. Biogenerics are simila r-acting copies of

original biologic medicine and can enter the market when the originals go off
patent . They cost much less than the innovator drugs.

S. Kumars Nationwide, along with its operating partner Emerisque, UK, acquired
Chicago -headquartered Ha rtmarx Corporation for US$119 m. S. Kumars Nationwide
will route its investment of US$35 m through its wholly -owned subsidiary SKNL
North America BV.

Six months after acquiring UK -based SAP consulting major Axon Plc, IndiaOs fifth
largest software firm, HCL Technologies, has entered into a strategic partnership
with South AfricaOs UCS Group to acquire the latter«s enterprise solutions SAP
practice focused on the retail sector for US$7.7 m.

Anil AmbaniOs Reliance ADA Group signed a deal with DreamWorks S tudios of
Hollywood director Steven Spielberg and his partner Stacey Snider. As part of the

deal finalized, the two players will have a 50% stake in DreamWorks and will make

movies with an initial funding of $825 m, nearly one -third of IndiaOs movie indust  ry
turnover. Under the deal, DreamWorks will make five to six films a year for global

audiences, with the first production to begin this year. Walt Disney will handle the

marketing and distribution of the studioOs films globally, except for India, where

Reliance Big Entertainment will be the distributor.

His various
writings and poetry bear a clear influence of his long association with India. Beginning
from this issue, India News will carry a series of excerpts from his well-known book, In
Light of India.

BOMBAY

In 1951 I was living in Paris. | had a modest job at the Mexican Embassy, having arrived six years

earlier, in December 1945. The mediocrity of my position perhaps explains why, after two or three

years, | had not been transferred to another post, as is the diplomatic custom. My superiors had
forgotten me, and | secretly thanked them. | was trying to writeE My secret obsession was poetry:

to write it, think it, live it. Excited by so many contradictory thoughts, feelings, and emotions, | was

living each moment so intens ely that it never occurred to me that this way of life would ever
change. The future - thatis, the unexpected - had almost completely evaporated.

One day the Ambassador called me to his office and, without saying a word, handed me a cable: |

had been t ransferred. The news was bewildering and painfulE The reason for my transfer was that

the government of Mexico had formally established relations with India, which had gained its
independence in 1947, and now was planning to open a mission in Delhi. Knowin g that | was being
sent to India consoled me a little: rituals, temples, cities whose names evoked strange tales, motley

and multicolored crowds, women with feline grace and dark and shining eyes, saints, beggarsE

| said good -bye to my friends. Henri Mich aux gave me a little anthology of poems by Kabir, Krishna
Riboud a print of the goddess Durga, and Kostas Papaioannou a copy of the Bhagavad -Gita, which
became my spiritual guide to the world of IndiaE | received a letter from Mexico with instructionsE

Wit h the rest of the staff, we would board a Polish ship, the Batory, that would take us to BombayE

Ethe morning we arrived in Bombay. Before us rose the coast of an immense and strange country
populated by millions of infidels, some of whom worshiped masculi ne and feminine idols with
powerful bodies or animal features, and others who prayed to the faceless God of IslamE

A couple who immediately attracted my attention were a pretty young Hindu woman and her
husband, a young American. We quickly fell into conve rsation, and by the end of the voyage were
good friends. She was Santha Rama Rau, the well -known writer and author of two notable
adaptations, for the theater and for film of Passage to India. He was Faubian Bowers, who had been
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an aide -de-camp to General MacArthur and was the author of a book on the Japanese Kabuki
Theater.

We arrived in Bombay on an early morning in November 1951. | remember the intensity of the light

despite the early hour, and my impatience at the sluggishness with which the boat cross ed the quiet
bay. An enormous mass of liquid mercury, barely undulating; vague hills in the distance; flocks of

birds; a pale sky and scraps of pink clouds. As the boat moved forward, the excitement of the
passengers grew. Little by little the white -and -blue architecture of the city sprouted up, a stream of
smoke from a chimney, the ocher and green stains of a distant garden. An arch of stone appeared,

planted on a dock and crowned with four little towers in the shape of pine trees. Someone leaning

on the r ailing beside me exclaimed, OThe Gateway of Indial0 He was an Englishman, a geologist

bound for Calcutta. We had met two days before, and | had discovered that he was W.H. AudenOs

brother. He explained that the arch was a monument erected to commemorate t he visit of King
George V and his wife, Queen Mary, in 1911.

It seemed to me a fantasy version of the Roman arches; later | learned it was inspired by an

architectural style that had flourished in Gujarat, an Indian state, in the sixteenth century. Behin d
the monument, floating in the warm air, was the silhouette of the Taj Mahal Hotel, an enormous

cake, a delirium of the fin -de-siecle Orient fallen like a gigantic bubble, not of soap but of stone, on
BombayOs lap. | rubbed my eyes: was the hotel getting closer or farther away? Seeing my surprise,
Auden explained to me that the hotelOs strange appearance was due to a mistake:

the builders could not read the plans that the architect had sent from Paris, and they built it
backward, its front facing the cit y, its back turned to the sea. The mistake seemed to me a
deliberate one that revealed an unconscious negation of Europe and the desire to confine the
building forever in India. A symbolic gesture, much like that of Cortes burning the boats so that his

men could not leave. How often have we experienced similar temptations?

Once on land, surrounded by crowds shouting at us in English and various native languages, we

walked fifty meters along the filthy dock and entered the ramshackle customs building, an eno rmous
shed. The heat was unbearable and the chaos indescribable. | found, not easily, my few pieces of

luggage, and subjected myself to a tedious interrogation by a Customs official. Free at last, | left the

building and found myself on the street, in the middle of an uproar of porters, guides, and drivers. |
managed to find a taxi, and it took me on a crazed drive to my hotel, the Taj Mahal.

If this book were a memoir and not an easy, | would devote pages to that hotel. It is real and

chimerical, ostentat ious and comfortable, vulgar and sublime. It is the English dream of India at the

beginning of the century, an India populated by dark men with pointed mustaches and scimitars at

their waists, by women with amber -colored skin, hair and eyebrows as black a s crowsO wings, and
the huge eyes of lioness in heat. Its elaborated ornamented archways, its unexpected nooks, its

patios, terraces, and gardens are both enchanting and dizzying. It is a literary architecture, a

serialized novel. Its passageways are th e corridors of a lavish, sinister, and endless dream. A
setting for a sentimental tale or a chronicle of depravity. But that Taj Mahal no longer exists: it has

been modernized and degraded, as though it were a motel for tourists from the MidwestE..A bell boy
in a turban and an immaculate white jacket took me to my room. It was tiny but agreeable. | put

my things in the closet, bathed quickly, and put on a white shirt. | ran down the stairs and plunged

into the streets.
